WORD OF LIFE—HHS’s new mandate for 
contraception/sterilization coverage...includes an 
incredibly narrow exemption for “religious employers” 
that protects almost no one. For example, a Catholic 
institution serving the poor and needy would have to fire 
its non-Catholic staff, refuse life-affirming care to non-
Catholic people in need, and devote itself instead to “the 
inculcation of religious values” to qualify for the 
exemption. Individuals, insurers, and the sponsors of non-
employee health plans (e.g., student health plans in 
Catholic schools) would have no exemption at all. This 
effort to corral religion exclusively into the sanctuaries of 
houses of worship betrays a complete ignorance of the 
role of religion in American life, and of Congress’s long 
tradition of far more helpful laws on religious freedom.
